1. Place the measuring chart (see page 2 and 3) against 3. You will need a flexible tape measure. 5. Find your size on the left hand column of the table eq.

Instructions

1. Print page 2 and 3 of this document on A4 paper. Ensure 4. Cut along the dotted lines at the bottom of this page, and
you select the highest quality for your particular printer. the top and bottom of page 3.

2. In the Print Dialog window, Page Scaling must be set 5. Join together with adhesive tape the bottom of this page,
to ‘None’. If ‘Reduce to Fit" is selected the chart will be with the top of page 3. They must butt together exactly,
printed out smaller, resulting in incorrect measurements. if they overlap the chart will be incorrect.

3. When printed, measure with a ruler or tape measure 5. You now have a correctly sized measuring chart, follow
between the red arrows. It must measure exactly 277mm the instruction on page 1 and measure your feet.
